Goya’'s Caprichos Suite was inspired by the series of 80 engravings, The
Caprichos, by the renowned Spanish painter Francisco de Goya. The performance
includes the projection of the 80 prints, tackling topics such as the abuse of the
power, the clergy, gender violence, prostitution and superstitions, al surrounded
by a bestiary of witches and fantastic creatures. Erizonte uses symphonic tones,
electro acoustic instruments and other sound elements created especially for the
project.

ABOUT ERIZONTE

Erizonte is an experimental rock band founded in 2002 by the composer, producer
and multi-instrumentalist artist Julian Sanz Escalona, linked to the rock and
experimental scenein Spain since 1982. He has been a founding member of La
Fundacion, Mar OtraVez and La Gran Curva, all of which are underground cult
groups in Spain. In 2003 he published hisfirst album under the name of Erizonte
entitled Oi llover... ehice caso (I heard therain ... and heeded it) with
collaborations of musicians such as Sean Eden, guitar player at the well known
New Y ork band Luna. His second album, published in 2010, was called Work in
Progress, nominated for aLatin Grammy Award. Erizonte has since been a
member of the Academy.

In 2012, Tensién, a compilation of Experimental Spanish Underground 1980-1985
was published and distributed worldwide —all the groups of hisfirst artistic period
arereflected in this album. In 2014 he formed the Erizonte Company to play live
the electro-acoustic Suite Los Caprichos de Goya together with Scud Hero, which
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premiered in Berlin in June 2014.

In 2015 the Los Caprichos de Goya Suite was published in LP and CD format and
presented in the auditorium of the Royal Academy of Fine Arts of San Fernando
in Madrid, considered spiritual home of Francisco de Goya. It hosts the original
copper plates of the Caprichos. The project has been shown in Miami, Mexico
D.F. and severa ingtitutions in Spain.

In 2017, the second part of the trilogy inspired by drawings and the illustration
was announced; it is currently being published in amonthly format asawork in
progress, entitled Sonidos en el silencio (Sounds in the Slence), music and sound
art to the work of OPS (OPS is a heteronym of the cartoonist Andrés Rabago
Garcia, better known as El Roto.) The pieces are collaborative, including artists
such as Macromassa, M ecanica Popular, Mar Otra Vez, Scud Hero, Javier
Corcobado, Eli Gras, Jests Alonso and Pelayo Arrizabal aga (Clonicos band
cofounder), Esplendor Geométrico and La Fura dels Baus.
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
